Posetano Road Construction:

The Bureau of Engineering (BOE) continues to monitor construction activity and assess potential
storm impacts along Posetano Road, Porto Marina Way, and adjacent hillside areas. BOE has
confirmed that recent rains have not caused significant damage.



Construction staging and mobilization dates will be shared with the Pacific Palisades Community
Council (PPCC) and the Castellammare HOA once finalized. Additionally, BOE has applied

for Federal Hazard Mitigation Grants for both Porto Marina Way and Tramonto Drive to expedite
construction timelines and ensure long-term slope stabilization.
